A guiet Regina street was suddenly swarmed by police Thursday morning
after a worker was shot with a paintball gun.

Courtesy Matt Kaip

window in a nearby
home.

Regina police were called and soon there were four police cars on the
SCene.

Officers went into the home and two men, both appearing to be in their
early 20s, were arrested, Kaip said.

Police were in the home for a while, then came out with three large plastic
bags containing what appeared to be a number of marijuana plants, he
said.

Police said later in the day that two 19-year-old men are facing a variety
of charges, including mischief, assault, possession of marijuana for the
purpose of trafficking, and weapons charges.
